1 Model Hunter Rules & Regulations:
2 Hunter Showmanship 1. All entries must have a negative coggins within twelve months. 

3 Baby Green Hunter over fences - 2' - 2. Show management reserves right to add, cancel or combine classes. 

4 Baby Green Hunter over fences - 2'   3. Management reserves the right to bar any animal, exhibitor, owner, 

5 Baby Green Hunter under saddle  or spectator for inappropriate conduct.

6 Hopeful Hunter over fences - 2'3" - 4. Appropriate attire encouraged, but not required. 

7 Hopeful Hunter over fences - 2'3"    5. No alcohol permitted on property.

8 Hopeful Hunter under saddle  6. Dogs must be on a leash at all times.

9 Schooling Hunter over Fences - 2'6" 7. Competitors must be a member of the Blue Ridge Horse Force for

10 Schooling Hunter over Fences - 2'6"  points won to be accumulated towards year end awards. 

11 Schooling Hunter under saddle 8. You do not have to be a member of BRHF to compete in this show

12 Hunt Seat equitation over fences 2'6" 9.  All competitors will be required to sign a release form 

13 Hunt Seat equitation on flat 10.  No BRHF points will be awarded for Championship classes

14 Low Hunter over Fences - 2'9"

15 Low Hunter over Fences - 2'9"

16 Low Hunter under saddle

**17 Grand Champion Hunter Open to 1st and 2nd from 6,7,9,10,14,15 - Course with 2'3" or 2'6" jumps followed by hack off - 1st = $100, 2nd = $50

**18 Grand Champion Equitation Open to First and Second place winners from 12,13 WTC and tests - 1st = $100, 2nd = $50

AFTERNOON SHOW - Indoors - Will not start before 1 PM - a short schooling session will be allowed before the classes start

19 Beginner Hunter Horse/Pony - WT  

20 Beginner Hunter Horse/Pony - WTC   No cross entries allowed between Beginner Rider and Beginner Horse Classes

21 Beginner Horse/Pony over 18" cross rails  

22 Beginner Hunter Rider - WT

**47 Hilltopper Foxhunter Class WTC

**48 Pairs Class  

**49 Foxhunter Hunt Team Class Teams of 3 over a course of 2’-3’ fences (rider’s choice ) with one fence side by side.

**50 Grand Champion Foxhunter Open to 1st & 2nd places from 44,45,46,47,48,49- course with 2'-3”jumps (rider’s choice) (with go rounds)

 followed by hack + foxhunting tests 

Foxhunters must have hunted at least 

6 times in the last year and the rider must be a member of a recognized hunt as certified by the hunt’s 

master or huntsman.  Hunt club that accumulates the most points in this division will be awarded $500
