Foxhunter Rules and Regulations

1. A foxhunter must have hunted at
least 5 times in the last year.
2. Riders must be a member of a

recognized hunt as certified by the hunt’s
master or huntsman.

3. Riders are asked to dress as though
they are in the hunt field, but it is not
required

4. All riders are required to wear ASTM
approved helmets

5. All riders must sign a Stone Bridge
waiver and a Bedford County Hunt waiver
6. Martingales will be allowed in all
phases

7. Obstacle course will include: jumps,
a bridge, gate, cracking a whip, and a few
other tests you may encounter in the hunt
field.

8. Hilltoppers may only show in
classes: 42, 45, 47, and are eligible for the
Championship, they are also not required to
jump.

9. Future Foxhunter Riders can be any
age and the horse does not have to be a
foxhunter — they will not be eligible for the
Championship.

10. Future Foxhunter Horse is open to
any horse that has the potential to be a
foxhunter — they will not be eligible for the
championship

11. The Hunt Teams Class will be a team
of 3 over a course of 2’ or 3’ fences(riders
choice), there must be one change of lead,
and the final fence is to be jumped abreast.
