RULES  &  REGULATIONS 
 

The New River Valley Horse Show is NOT sanctioned by USEF.  However, every class offered herein which is covered by the rules 
and specifications of the current USEF rulebook will be conducted & judged in accordance therewith.  It is the exhibitor’s 
responsibility to submit entries that do not constitute a violation of these provisions. 
 
ENTRIES:  Entries should be submitted on the official entry form for this show.  ALL HORSES SHOULD BE PRE-REGISTERED 
with entries being post-marked no later than May 11, 2009.  ENTRY FEES NEED NOT ACCOMPANY THE PRE-ENTRY.  Entering 
one class constitutes a pre-entry.  Any changes (add or scratch classes, substitute horses, etc) may be made at any time without penalty.  
A LATE FEE OF $5.00 PER CLASS WILL APPLY TO ALL ENTRIES THAT ARE FIRST MADE AT THE HORSE SHOW.   
 
OFFICE:  The Horse Show Office will be located behind the stage (the announcer’s stand) and will be open for exhibitors to check in 
beginning at 1:00 pm on Thursday (May 21st).  Please check in & make any entry adjustments at least one hour prior to the start of each 
session. 
 
STALLS:  Stalls are available for $50 & $60 for the duration of the show or any part thereof.  Stall reservations MUST BE made with 
Betty Walsh – Phone 540-674-5421 or by mailing request with required deposit to: New River Valley Horse Show, P. O. Box 595, 
Newbern, VA 24126.  Reservations are not complete until a deposit of at least 10% of the stall cost is received.  Deposit must be 
mailed within 3 days of telephone call or mail contact.  Full refund will be made for cancellations made by May 15th.  For later 
cancellations, a 10% handling fee will be applied.  EACH OWNER OR TRAINER SHALL MAKE RESERVATIONS FOR HIS 
HORSES ONLY.  Any extra stalls not used shall be turned in to the Stall Manager for new assignments.  Balance of stall fees will be 
due upon arrival at the show at Gate #1 (collected by Betty). 
 
BEDDING:  Stalls will be reasonably clean.  Bedding will be available for cash purchase at the Fair grounds - $6.00 per bag. 
 
TRAILER/RV HOOK-UPS:  A limited number of hook-ups are available @ $20 per day or night.  Call 540-674-1548 for camper 
reservations. 
 
ARRIVAL & DEPARTURE:  Horses will be permitted on the show grounds starting at 12:00 noon on Wed. May 20th.  The grounds 
must be vacated no later than 12:00 noon on Sunday, May 24th. 
 
FEES:  The Horse Show will enforce an OPEN CHECK POLICY.  Fees must be paid in full or an open check must be left in the 
office before back numbers will be released. Failure to settle an account within 1 hour after the end of the show gives the Horse Show 
Secretary authority to fill in the correct amount owed to the Horse Show.  Any check returned for non-payment will be charged a $50 
handling fee and must be replaced by a certified check or money order. 
 
JACKPOT CLASSES:  Entry fees for $300 Jackpot classes will be $60.00 with $30.00 going to the Horse Show and $30.00 going 
into the Jackpot.  Entry fees for $500 Jackpot classes will be $100.00 with $50.00 going to the Horse Show and $50.00 going into the 
Jackpot.  Regular prize money will be paid in the Jackpot classes according to the premium schedule listed. In addition to the regular 
prize money awarded, the Jackpot collected money will pay as follows: 1st-30%, 2nd-25%, 3rd-20%, 4th-15%, 5th-5%, 6th-5%.  
ENTRIES FOR THESE CLASSES MUST BE MADE AT LEAST 2 HOURS PRIOR TO THE START OF THE SESSION.  
THERE WILL BE NO REFUNDS.  NO EXCEPTIONS!!! 
 
CHAMPIONSHIP CLASSES:  To be eligible to compete in a championship class, horses must be entered, shown and judged in a 
qualifying class in its division or sections. 
 
GATE CALL:  There will be a two (2) minute gate call commencing after the first horse enters the ring unless a hold has been 
announced.  Judging will not start until the gate is officially closed. 
 
HEALTH REQUIREMENTS:  State law mandates that each exhibitor must possess a negative Coggins Test executed within the past 
twelve (12 ) months for each horse entered.  A copy of the Coggins must be submitted with each entry and will remain as a permanent 
part of the show file. 
 
INDEMNITY:  All exhibitors, owners, trainers, or employees, upon entrance to the Fairgrounds, agree to indemnify, save and hold 
harmless the New River Valley Horse Show, the New River Valley Recreation, Inc. and all volunteers, employees, or sponsors of same 
from any and all claims arising from his or her use of the Fairgrounds during the New River Valley Horse Show. 
 
MISCELLANEOUS:  No cross entries permitted between Pleasure & other performance divisions.  No cross entries permitted 
between Beginner Riders and other performance divisions.  No class will be cancelled if there is at least one entry.  There will be no 
classes added.  The show ring will be available each night after the show ends for at least 30 minutes but will close no later than 12:00 
midnight.  All pets must be on a leash.  USE OF ALCOHOL OR DRUGS WHILE ON THE SHOW GROUNDS IS STRICTLY 
PROHIBITED. 
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
