Beginner Rider: Riders in their first 12 months of showing, change of 
discipline does not restart this period. 
 
Beginner Horse/Pony:  Horses or ponies in their first 12 months of 
showing; changing disciplines does not restart this period. 

Baby Green Hunter:  Horses are considered green for 24 months and 
may not show in any class with over 2’ fences except Baby Green Jumpers 
and Hunter Hack. Once they move up they cannot move back. Once a 
horse/rider wins Baby Green Hunter Division they may not win the division 
another year. 

Hopeful Hunter:  Open to horses and ponies fences not to exceed 2’3" 
and an under saddle class. Once a horse/rider wins Hopeful Hunter Division 
they may not win the division another year.
